They include a 24-Hour Helpline, crisis inter-
vention, clinical services, legal services, a confidentially located safe-
house, information and referrals, community outreach, and volunteer
opportunities. SARC'’s services empower victims of domestic violence,
sexual assault, and stalking to break free from the cycle of violence and
become survivors. During the last year, we helped 2,570 individuals. In
addition to providing life saving support to victims in our community,
SARC is also committed to ending violence before it starts. We are
very proud of our Primary Prevention initiatives that include educating
the public about healthy relationships.
